St. Agatho

St. Agatho, born in Sicily, spent his early life as a married businessman. However, he
found his calling and became a monk in Palermo, Sicily. Agatho became pope June
27, 678. He resolved the first dispute in which English bishops appealed to Rome.
He also reunited Constantinople and Rome. St. Agatho died in Rome in 681.
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
