St. Hilary was pope from 461 until his death in 468. As pope, St. Hilary confirmed
the work of various councils, including the Council of Nicaea and the Council of
Ephesus. He worked to strengthen and unite the church in Spain. He also affirmed
the pope’s role as leader in spiritual matters and helped define the role of the

church in the empire.
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
