St. Julius I, the son of a Roman named Rusticus, became the 35th pope in the year
337. He built a number of churches in Rome. He supported St. Athanasius, bishop of
Alexandria, when the Arians tried to keep him out of Alexandria. St. Julius I
confirmed the right of bishops to appeal to the Vatican to right of wrongs.
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
