Germans. Around 697, St. Rupert took over a deserted town which then became
Salzburg, Austria. He founded a church, a monastery and a school. He invited
groups of missionaries to the area, and he established a nunnery. St. Rupert is
considered the apostle of Bavaria and Austria.
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
