St. Theophilus lived circa 181. Although he intended to read Scriptures in order to
attack Christianity, he converted. He was an apologist who wrote three books. The
saint developed the doctrine of Logos (Word) and the word Triad to describe the
relationship of the three persons in one God – Father, Son and Holy Spirit. He served
the church as bishop of Antioch.
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
